Position Summary
FYI’s 1669 Eglinton Ave. West (The Bridge) location runs an after school homework drop-in program for newcomer youth. We are currently seeking volunteer tutors to assist high school students with their homework on Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Thursdays from 3:30pm – 5:00pm. Volunteers will have the opportunity to act as mentors and tutors to newly arrived immigrant youth who are still transitioning to the Canadian school system. Tutors who are able to commit for at least 5 months and are available at least once a week from 3:30pm – 5:00pm would be ideal. This program demonstrates FYI’s commitment to increasing access to education opportunities and life-chances to newcomer youth. 

Main tasks & responsibilities:

· Attend a volunteer orientation and training session
· Five month commitment from September – January or February to June 
· Assist high school students with their homework after school at The Bridge  
· Create lesson plans as needed
· Prepare exercises and activities for students on an on-need basis 
· Build relationships with youth that come to home-work club and be able to follow-up with them with regards to their homework and assignments as needed 
· Mentor students who may be applying for university or college around applications, financial aid, scholarships, and working part-time
· Communicate any success stories and challenges to FYI support staff and the program manager
· Communicate closely with supervisor around availability and absences
· Volunteers may assist in other programs if they are interested such as field trips, events, etc.
